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Pupils' Code of Conduct 
 
Pupils should: 
 
1. Move around the School at all times in a quiet, orderly and sensible manner, without running. 

2. Be punctual at all times. Keep desks, rooms, corridors and hall tidy and do not drop litter. 

3. Except for a toilet visit, toilets are not to be gathering places for pupils during breaks and

4. Objects of value such as radios, recorders, mobile phones should not be brought into School 

(see section on Valuables). 

5. Lost property should be handed into the School Office. The School is not responsible for the 

loss of any valuable items. It is the pupils' own responsibility. 

6. Money, small items of value, bags should not be left unattended.
